From Luke 9:

The day was drawing to a close. A crowd of
people surrounded Jesus. They had come to
him and welcomed his message. Many of
them needed to be healed and cured. He
spoke to them about God. The disciples
suggested that Jesus send people away to find
food and lodging because they were hungry
and tired. But Jesus said to them, “You give
them something to eat.”

When people are living in fear of losing their
health, their homes and the food on their table,
they go into survival mode. This is the habitual
way we all learn to stay afloat. Many New
Englanders return to private desperation in
desperate times. We are programmed to pick
ourselves up, to pull up our own bootstraps, to
grin and bear the load, and to fake it till we
make it. Asking for help means we are failures.
Admitting our needs equals weakness. And so
we isolate ourselves emotionally, physically
and spiritually.

Jesus models the opposite response. He
wants us to join the crowd, to find our
community of support, to come together not
apart and to give each other “food”.

Maybe you are the recipient of this neighborly
food distribution: Maybe a friend calls you on
the phone and takes you out to a movie and
dinner.

Shawls of All Ages

Displayed at a Pageant
Salem News Article,
November 18, 1927

Unique and Interesting Event Held
at
Tabernacle parish House by Societies:
Some Shawls Very Valuable

“Shawls of all ages” was a pageant and
exhibit built around shawls brought from old trunks
and treasure chests, and presented at the
Tabernacle parish house last evening by members
of the Daughters of the Covenant of that church
and the Koinonia society of the Crombie Street
church. With members of the two organizations
taking part the pageant was a beautifully arranged
and uniquely effective display of the shawls of all
ages and nations. Dame fashion introduced the
characters, telling in verse her story and that of the
shawl she wore. The characters in turn displayed
their shawls in characteristic pantomime. Each
scene was accompanied by appropriate vocal and
instrumental music.

The shawls were beautiful and rare and
such as probably only Salem attics and homes
could produce. They were not only seen in the
pageant, but later in a remarkable exhibit in the
woman’s association room on the first floor of the
parish house. The exhibit represented thousands
of dollars’ worth, one small collection of valuable
shawls being worth over $1000. There were
Paisley, cashmere, camel’s hair and silk shawls,
typical of Oriental and European workmanship.
Rich in color, delicate in texture and exquisite in
design, they made a rare array, as did the models
upon the stage, wearing similar and other rare and
unique shawils in the pageant.

Mrs. George Towne of Danvers, who has
made a careful and lengthy study of shawls, was
present and interestingly and untiringly pointed out
the merits of each to interested spectators. Among
the rare ones she pointed out was one of very
early origin, having been part of a trousseau in
1818, which predating Paisley, would put it in the
early French class.
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There were many Paisleys, all exquisite as
to coloring and workmanship, and beautiful in
design. Among them was one with a great white
center and gray border similar to those Queen
Victoria presented to her ladies-in-waiting at the
time of the christening of the Prince of Wales, who
later became Edward VII. Another shawl of the
same pattern had a black center. She told how to
distinguish Oriental products from European and
how to separate the modern from the antique.

The Pageant program opened with a
selection played by the instrumental trio, formed by
Mrs. John H. Leamon, pianist; Lucy A. Dennett,
violinist, and Eleanor Mclntire, cellist, Miss Susan
E. Paine, as Dame Fashion, read the verses
accompanying the appearance of each of the
characters, who were as follows: Indians, Louise
Sinclair and Julia Malcolm; young mother,
Katherine Osgood; old-fashioned girls, Alice
Woodbury and Helen Reynolds; Spanish girl,
Neelie Sevigne; Irish mother and colleen, Miriam
Bowen and Janet Blades; plaid shawl dame,
Louise Anthony; gypsies, Pauline Bedell, Gladys
Mann, Minnie Ruhmpohl, Eleanor Root and Annie
Herford; colored mammies, Susan Holmes and
Edith Philbrick; Scotch girl, Beaulah Fitzhugh;
Chinese lady, Astrid Ahl; immigrants, Esther Tyler,
Mary Peterson and Annie Dodge; woman of
antiquity, Helen Tomlinson; modern girls Ruth
Spaulding, Marjory Bemis, Charlotte Hood, Doris
Sawyer and Rosamond Adams.

Miss Spaulding was the soloist and sang
most of the vocal parts in the pageant, with Mrs.
Leamon and the other members of the trio
providing instrumental accompaniment.

The committees were formed by members
of both organizations, Mrs. Leamon and Miss
Nellie S. Messer as general chairman. Miss Amelia
Harper and Miss Hayward were responsible for the
costuming; Mrs. Philbrick and Miss Florence
MacEarchern, tickets and publicity; Mrs. James
Stafford and Mrs. Erle Curtis, refreshments; Miss
Hilda Clark, Miss Mary Washburn and Miss Amelia
Harper and Miss Eileen Arey were in charge of the
shawl exhibit. Mrs. Pollock and Mrs. W. Everett
Hoyt were hostesses for the evening.
