tion of the commissioning of the first missionaries from North America.

Judson - Betsey Bennett- will impersonate Ann as we leave the dock!

Continuing with “First American Women
Missionaries Are from Bradford, MA”

The stories of this heroic young woman are beyond
imagination. When the English captured Burma,
Adoniram Jusdson was considered suspicious of
treachery and arrested. During his imprisonment he
became ill under the intolerable conditions of the
prison, but Ann, who herself was in poor health, was
allowed to visit him. Walking from sunrise to nightfall
she found him in chains, utterly helpless and
suffering from fever and wounds. Exhausted herself,
she turned back another day’s walk with her recently
born infant in her arms to bring back the medicine
chest she had left behind.

On October 24, 1826 at thirty-seven years
old, Ann Hasseltine Judson died and was buried in
Ambherst, Burma, where they spent their final years.
A stone was sent from America to mark her grave
reads in part:

“Erected to the memory of Ann H. Judson...she
arrived with her husband at Rangoon in July 1813.
And there commended those Missionary Tolls,
which she sustained with Christian Fortitude,
Decision and Perseverance, Amid scenes of Civil
Commotion, and Personal Affliction, Has won for her
Universal Respect

And Affection...”

If this short piece gives you a sense of the
trials and tribulations that were experienced by this
young woman, you might like to read the whole story
of Ann and Adoniram. The book is called To the
Golden Shore, by Courtney Anderson, Judson
Press, Valley Forge, PA, 1987. It brings to life those
young brave people in an absorbing story which you
will have trouble putting down! Their life included
intrigue, iliness, imprisonment, the loss of all three
children, death and the story of the three wives of
Adoniram.

A second more recent book about them is
Bless God and Take Courage: the Judson History
and Legacy, by Rosalie Hall Hunt, Judson Press,
Valley Forge Press, 2005. Itis described as a
fascinating saga of adventure, love, tragedy and
triumph and goes into the legacy left by this
spectacular couple.

Parts of their stories are also in the history of
Tabernacle Church, Salem’s Church With the
Lighted Steeple, and the reasons for our 200™
Anniversary Celebration are clearly stated in this
history. | hope you will find some time this summer
to delve into some of this material!
