Each day I receive a 
Stillspeaking Devotional email 
from the national office of the 
United Church of Christ.  I 
love this communication.  It 

contains a scripture passage and an 
interpretation of that verse with a prayer written 
by UCC pastors from around the country.   
Over the summer we received a devotional 
using a passage from Song of Solomon. Our 
interpreter was Anthony B. Robinson, UCC 
pastor, speaker and author, teaches leadership 
at Emmanuel College at the University of 
Toronto.

1.  Do not serve other gods 
2.  Make no idols to serve 
3.  Do not speak my name lightly 
4.  Keep the Sabbath holy 
5.  Honor your father and mother 
6.  Do not kill 
7.  Do not break your promises 
8.  Do not steal 
9.  Do not lie 
10. Do not want what others have

their daily lives.  Then add to these ten the most 
important commandment that Jesus brought us.

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The question whether faith and politics should 
be intertwined in churches and government is 
an important one. The foundation of our 
Congregational Polity (the government of our 
church) and the Democratic System require us 
to wrestle with this question. Since the 
establishment of our faith tradition, 
congregational churches and political leaders 
have sincerely tackled the issue: How does faith 
inform politics and how do politics inform faith? 
 
When Tabernacle Church voted to be an Open 
and Affirming congregation in 2004, we made a 
conscious decision to ask ourselves “Where is 
God in the political debate around gay/lesbian/
transgender marriage?” Families, individuals, 
old and young people together, struggled with 
whether this historical church would follow their 
faith, inspite of the political controversies 
regarding same-sex marriage. Fortunately, our 
faith led us to the decision to open our doors 
with an extravagant and extraordinary welcome! 
 
As we consider the two candidates running for 
President of the United States, we are faced 
once again with questions about faith and 
politics: Is there a place, in both arenas, to 
engage in a healthy dialogue? Are there political 
issues that require a faithful response? Are 
there faith-based issues that require a political 
response? 
 
I believe the answer is yes! We are invited by 
our denomination and Called by God, to follow 
Christ and sincerely explore which candidate, 
John McCain or Barak Obama, speaks the 
language of our faith.  Which man holds true to 
God’s wisdom: 

*Consider the least of these 
*Those who have much, share their wealth 
with those who have little 
*love they neighbor as thyself 
*blessed are the peace makers 
*blessed are the meek and those who mourn 

 
When Jesus became enraged in the Temple of 
Jerusalem, he flipped over tables and destroyed 
the property of vendors and entrepreneurs.  
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He was not seeking his own power or proving 
that he had the power of God on his side. 
Rather he wanted people to understand and 
care about who was being taken advantage of 
by the powerful and the wealthy; who was 
suffering and who was not. Jesus saw wealthy 
leaders, tax collectors and high-end business 
men making money off the labor of the 
peasants. For him, the discrepancy between 
rich and poor was completely contrary to the 
work of ushering in God’s kingdom on earth. 
Jesus made his position clear. “Blessed are the 
poor.” 
 
In 1629, our fore-parents in Salem Mass. made 
a covenant that reads: “We doe binde….” 
 
This covenant was both religious and political. 
Bound to one another through faith and law, 
community members cared if one of their own 
was suffering and unable to strike a balance 
between the physical world and the spiritual 
world. And they took steps to find leaders who 
cared – and who were committed to God’s 
justice among all people. 
We are Called to do the same. 
 
Which political candidate shares your spiritual 
values? Which candidate cares most about the 
poor, the sick, the oppressed, and the 
downtrodden? As we prepare to vote for a 
President in November, how will your faith 
inform your politics? And how will politics inform 
your faith. 
 
During the month of October, while Salem is in 
the throws of remembering local history, let’s 
engage in this conversation about politics and 
faith. At least one of my sermons will focus on 
the issue. Between now and then, I’d love you 
to send me some of your thoughts.

Walter K. Bigelow  
Prominent Merchant Died  

this Forenoon 
Salem Evening News, 
December 30, 1921 

 
…..In an interview granted a News 
representative some time ago, Mr. Bigelow said: 
“I consider that I was very fortunate in going to 
work for a man of Mr. Almy’s type for he was a 
great believer in principle and together we were 
able to work out our business on the lines which 
have led to our present success.  Mr. Almy as a 
young man was ambitious and firmly convinced, 
that if he endeavored to make whatever 
business he could do a profit to those with 
whom that business was done as much as to 
himself that success would surely follow.  These 
latest years have proved the wisdom of that 
plan.”   
Mr. Bigelow’s career in its very length and 
scope of business adventure was one, he 
declared with which he would not part for the 
world.  He had seen a small business grow into 
one of truly mammoth proportions and in the 
realization of a work conscientiously done is a 
satisfaction that comes to every man who has 
completed a big task successfully.  His has 
been a familiar face in the store and on the 
street, and thousands have felt the pressure of 
his warm hand of friendship, and the effect of 
his kindly word and pleasant smile. 
 
Great as were the duties of devolving upon him 
in his business, yet he found time to serve 
outside affairs all for the benefit of his 
fellowman.  He was formerly president of the 
Salem Associated Charities, a director of the 
Merchants National Bank, a director of the 
Naumkeag Trust Company, a trustee of the 
Salem Hospital, a member and deacon of the 
Tabernacle church, and of Post 34 G.A.R., he 
having enlisted in Company G, 11th 
Massachusetts regiment, August 23, 1864 and 
being discharged June 17, 1865. 
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Mr. Bigelow leaves a daughter, Mrs. Josephine 
Y. Sanborn, two grandchildren, Carl Sanborn, 
and Mrs. Philip B. DeMandell; a great 
grandchild, and two brothers, Edwin R. of 
Stowe, VT. And Alvah H. Bigelow of Salem.
